Wind Ensemble, String Orchestra and Symphonic Band 

 

The Rampart Band Program has adopted the following requirements for student performance 

attire for concert season.  This helps us best represent the school and band by ensuring that all 

students look and feel comfortable and professional on stage.  In order to provide the most 

flexibility for students and families – there are several options, but the minimum requirements 

must be adhered to.

Basic Requirements: All students perform in “Concert Black” 
Concert black consists of professional looking dress shoes, dress pants, dress shirt, tuxedo, or full 

length black dress.  Leggings, shorts, jeans, tennis shoes and high heels are over 2 inches are not 

appropriate (wedges/pumps are fine).  Concert attire should always be clean and pressed; 

students should not let concert attire become wrinkly/soiled. Specific options are listed below: 

 

OPTION A – All black dress clothes - consists of: 

• Black Dress Shoes (Not high heels – we do lots of walking on concert days) 

• Black Dress Pants (Not jeans, leggings, shorts) 

• Black Long Sleeve Button Up Dress Shirt or Blouse 

o (No short sleeve T-Shirts/Polos.  Cannot have logos or elaborate embroidery) 

• Black socks and black belt. 

• Black suit coat (optional) 

OPTION B – Full length black dress – can be ordered online and shipped to you:

• Dresses will need to be hemmed to individual student height.
